“The King’s Mission: A Royal Deployment”
Matt. 28:16-20; Ps. 67:1-5
(Notes based on the sermon by Pastor Steve Massey, Hayden Bible Church, 11/2/25)

	The Great Commission involves MINDSET and MOVEMENT. Every follower of the King is sent to make more followers of the King. Is this your mindset? We are to purposefully move toward those not yet living under the King’s rule. Is there a “gospel cadence” to the movement of your life? (Q1)
	Our response to our Risen King is first adoration and worship, followed closely by obedience. The church’s desire and purpose is to extend the worship, rule, and blessing of Christ to the nations, starting with ourselves. Our original purpose was to spread the glory of God over all the earth. But because of sin, judgment and exile replaced acceptance and communion with God. Fortunately, God was not done. He purposed to reclaim a people for His glory, made possible through the great sacrifice of His Son.
	Our mission is to make God’s glory known throughout the earth. Ancient Israel couldn’t fulfill the mission (Ex. 19:5-6), BUT CHRIST HAS! Christ is the true seed of Abraham (Gal. 3:13-16). The culmination of history WILL see God’s glory spread over all the earth.
	YOU are here to proclaim His excellence (1 Peter 2:9-10). Jesus has saved us and called us to participate in this mission. The imperative is not just to GO, but to go and make disciples, baptizing them and teaching them to obey all that Jesus has commanded. We are to be a GOING body, not just a GATHERING body. We are to be on OFFENSE, not DEFENSE. All disciples are sent ones, deployed and empowered to extend Christ’s reign to all nations. Most will not cross seas or international boundaries, but ALL are sent to cross something, whether it’s a street, a classroom, a cubicle, or even a coffee table. All disciples are sent with this ultimate goal: to see Christ’s kingship acknowledged in every life, and in every sphere of life. (Q2)
	Disciples are attached to Christ as Master, so that their entire life is shaped by that attachment. We are growing more and more like Him. It is a relational thing. (Q3) There were lots of fans and spectators around Jesus, but Matthew the tax collector got up to follow Him (Mark 2:13-14). He let his relationship with Jesus change his life on the inside and the outside. Jesus wants to do the same for you!
	Many call themselves Christians, but they are not really disciples (born of the Spirit of God). They may be church people, or “cultural Christians”, but they are not disciples. Cultural Christians hear the Word of God; true disciples live the Word of God. Cultural Christians are consumed with their own desires; true disciples are focused on the Lord. Cultural Christians are content with superficial religion; true disciples embrace supernatural reproduction through the work of Christ and the power of the Holy Spirit. “Cultural conversion” without discipleship is not salvation; it is deception.
	Union with Christ affects every aspect of your life. If you have not repented, believed in Jesus as Lord, and surrendered to Him, please do that NOW. He has conquered death and offers new life to all who will turn and follow Him (Acts 3:19). He says, “Come to Me and I will give you rest.” (Q4) This is not just a one-and-done decision… this is a life-long commitment of our allegiance to Christ. Baptism is telling the world of your commitment to Him (Acts 2:38).
	Am I being a life-long learner and a life-long teacher (Eph. 4:11-13)? We don’t go to a Bible study for mere head knowledge, but to be a better disciple for Jesus. Paul puts it perfectly in Titus 2:11-14. Are you sharing Jesus’ commands with others? Are you following them yourself?
	Am I pointing all I meet to Christ? My friend Gary says that in every interaction we are either pointing people closer to Christ or farther from Christ. Let’s let Ps. 67:1-5 be the anthem of our commission. The Great Commission is a mindset and a movement. Success is guaranteed. We are to work for Jesus and leave the results up to Him.
Father, ignite in us a strong desire to honor You as we embrace this commission (Luke 10:27).
QUESTIONS:
1) Paul David Tripp (New Morning Mercies, 11/2) used this same musical metaphor. He said, “The songs of hope by the company of the redeemed will never end.” What song of hope do you have to share?
2) You’ve heard it from Pastor Steve, now put it in your own words: What is a disciple?
3) Pastor Steve said that disciples are attached to Christ relationally. How does that relationship deepen over time?
4) Read John 2:23-24. Why did Jesus NOT commit Himself to those people?
5) Jesus says, “Come to Me and I will give you rest.” What is that rest?
6) Besides “busyness”, what prevents us from going out and making disciples? What are you going to do about it?
7) Read Ex. 19:5-6 and Ps. 67:1-5. How do these Old Testament passages help you understand the purpose of the Great Commission?
8) What “boundaries” or “comfort zones” is the Lord calling you to cross… relationally, geographically, or spiritually?
9) How can we cultivate a culture of GOING, and not just GATHERING?
