“Then God said, ‘Let us make man in our image, in our 
likeness. . . .” (Genesis 1:26)

  Who would MAN be like?

“The LORD GOD formed the man from the dust of the
 ground and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life, and the 
man became a living being.”

--Notice in Genesis 2:7 how GOD created man; a 
   personal touch, hands-on approach. 

  How was MAN created?

“. . .What I have said, that will I bring about; what I have 
planned, that wlll I do.” (Ephesians 1:11)

“As the rain and the snow come down from heaven, and do 
not return to it without watering the earth and making it bud 
and flouish, so that it yields seed for the sower and bread for 
the eater, so is my word that goes out from my mouth; It will 
not return to me empty, but will accomplish what I desire and 
achieve the purpose for which I sent it.” (Isaiah 55: 10 & 11)

“For GOD so loved the world that He gave . . .” (John 3:16)
 

“But GOD demonstrates His own love for us in this: While 
we were still sinners, Christ died for us.
